Dear Ms. Swann:

As requested in your letter, I am directing my response to you.
As a Cooke County voter and property owner, whose taxes would be increased by the $32.5 million bond package which was defeated in the May 14, 2011 election, I am requesting from Dr. Hadlock explanations for the media comments he made after the package was defeated. I refer to the following media publications:

1.
The Gainesville Daily Register, May 16, 2011:  “I hope those who voted no were not misled by some 
of what I would consider misinformation”; and

2.
Lindsay Letter, Friday, May 20, 2011:  “What I am most disappointed about is that many voters may 
have been swayed by a lot of misinformation and outright untruths 
that were put out through the media 
and other means in the final days leading up to the election.”

I believe that Dr. Hadlock has an obligation to ease any remaining voter doubts raised by his above-referenced quoted media statements by citing and refuting  the “misinformation and outright untruths” that he commented  may have influenced voters’ decisions for or against the May 14, 2011 NCTC bond issue. His explanation and correction of any perceived untruths and/or incorrect information will enable voters to make a better-informed decision if the bond issue is re-presented in the future. I am requesting that Dr. Hadlock clarify his statements by furnishing to me the following information concerning the “rumors, misinformation, and outright untruths” to which he referred in the above-referenced Cooke County newspapers:
